The Minutes of the Meeting of Thursday 16th March 2006 were approved.

Annual Report – The Chairman tabled and read his Annual Report on last years activities for the Community Council.  He reported that the Council had held 10 meetings, 1 public meeting and 1 committee meeting during the year.  It had responded to Planning Applications (particularly Murray Royal Hospital and Corsiehill) and correspondence timeously.  A very successful public meeting on the matter of the development of the Murray Royal Hospital had been held and the Community Council were dealing with the applications lodged by the NHS Trust on behalf of the members of the community.  At the Development Control Meeting at which the application was considered Richard Salvin, Bill McKenzie and Terry Myers gave presentations and the application was deferred.  Meetings were held with the NHS Board and we attended the open days organised by the NHS.

Following concerns from residents in Gannochy a meeting was held at which representatives of the Anti Social Behaviour Team of Perth and Kinross Council and Tayside Police were present.


The development of the Millennium Park was almost complete.

The website was up and running.  This had presented some problems but these were being resolved.  Thanks were expressed to all involved with this.

The Chairman reported the Community Council were disappointed to receive the resignation of Stan Carrie from the Community Council.  Stan had served as a Community Councillor for many years and contributed much throughout his term, in particular planning matters and the setting up and organising of the Millennium Park project. Stan Carrie was thanked for his efforts. Margaret Cairns and Bill McKenzie were welcomed to the Community Council during the year.

The Chairman concluded by thanking his fellow Councillors for their input and hard work and special thanks to the Secretary.

Annual Accounts -  Colin Styles as Honorary Treasurer presented the Annual Accounts for the year to 28th February 2007.  The Auditor had certified that proper accounting records had been kept.  The main expense related to the Millennium Park project.  Some subscriptions had been paid and repairs had been carried out to the notice board.  The sums held by the Community Council amounted to £3,653.03, which was split as follows:-  Millennium Park fund - £2,891.72, Community Council Fund - £761.31.
