9.  AOCB:  Graham Fleming, Chairperson, gave the following report to the meeting:

I would also like to acknowledge the magnificent role that Brian Raine performed as Chairman of BGK CC, and also as chairman of other local organisations including PLB CDT and the MRH SL&B Steering Group.  We miss the immense amount of effort and expertise that Brian voluntarily gave the community.  We wish Brian a full recovery and hope to see him start to attend these meetings again in 2012.

I further wish to recognise another outstanding contribution, that of our Treasurer, Colin Styles.   Colin has now served 25 years on this Council and his wise advice, knowledge and expertise are most greatly valued and appreciated.   Thank you, Colin, for your unparalleled support of our community.

So, as Chairman, I inherit a high performing team which has received a great amount of support, appreciation and recognition from the local and wider community.   Over the past 5 years, BGK CC has risen to the challenges of the 2 largest planning applications in Perth's recent history:  the Murray Royal Hospital redevelopment and the proposed waste-to-energy plant at Shore Road.  

With the Murray Royal Hospital, we have actively contributed to the design of the new facilities and are actively involved not only in helping NHS Tayside deliver their Travel Plan but also in trying to ensure that the surplus land and buildings find a sensible future. 

With Shore Road, the talented team put together by BGK CC has yet again been instrumental in raising many serious material planning issues with PKC, SEPA and the local press,  issues which otherwise would most probably have gone unnoticed and unchallenged.  We hope that the whole stupid business will be sensibly resolved, sooner rather than later, but we are prepared to continue for as long as it takes.

As if that were not enough to be tackling, BGK CC has been proactive in the birth of an exciting new organisation, viz.  PLB CDT.  We work very closely with PLBT to ensure that the 2 organisations share resources, information and expertise and that they complement each other's activities.  PLBT is a very exciting new venture for this community: we wish it every success and urge the community to give their very active support.

So, as the new Chairman, I say "thank you" to my fellow Councillors (BGK CC and PKC) for their excellent work and I shall commit my best efforts to help ensure that the great work of this CC continues.
