Murray Royal - Construction Activity Newsletter for w/c 9th August 2010

Work being carried out over the next 2 weeks

The new site access from Muirhall Road will become operational as of Wednesday 11th August.  Our directional signage to the site will now show our construction vehicles continuing along Gannochy Road, turning left onto Muirhall Road.  Prior to opening this entrance, a new traffic routing map will be sent to all of our subcontractors and suppliers detailing the change.  Once this entrance has opened, the temporary traffic control on Muirhall Road will be removed.

We will reach the final made up soil level of the POA ward during the next 2 weeks, which will allow follow on works of retaining walls, underground building drainage and foundations to this area to commence.

We will be continuing with the lime stabilisation works to the SCC building.  

As you may have seen from last week, we have now commenced with the topsoil strip to the GAP building.  Cut and fill operations will commence in this area now that POA lime stabilisation works are coming to an end. 

Underground drainage installations will be continuing within the main site boundary as well as to the rear of Kinclaven wards.  Perimeter fencing will be erected around each of the areas to the north of Kinclaven to ensure that the area is cordoned off to NHS staff and patients. 

Scottish and Southern Energy will be commencing with electrical installations for the site on Tuesday 10th August.  During their works, Muirhall Road will remain under temporary traffic light control.

As you may hear during our working day, all of our plant on site emanates a loud bleeping noise whilst undertaking reversing operations.  This is a health and safety feature of all machinery and as such we are unable to disable this audible alarm.  

Community Liaison

Prior to the new hospital entrance opening, a letter drop will be carried out to the local residents on Muirhall Road and Gannochy Road explaining the changes to the delivery routes to the site.

Once the new school term recommences, the construction team will visit the local Primary School to discuss the build process.
