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The excavations to locate and isolate/disconnect water, gas electricity etc. from the buildings to be demolished shall continue next week. 
A track will be excavated across the road opposite the Moncrieffe Building for a new water service for Moncrieffe.

In addition we will be excavating tracks adjacent to the access road to Isla ward and in the grass verge opposite the Main Building where there may be some temporary loss of parking spaces. The track from the Isla ward will continue towards and alongside the Moredun ward and will extend across the access roads towards Blair ward and the Chapel. This will entail some minor roadworks with traffic priority signage.

Asbestos removal works will commence at the estates workshops where a lorry carrying sealed skips shall require occasional access.
Demolition works to the Nurses Home and the Garry/Tummel building shall continue. There will be some lorry traffic here, delivering and removing skips.
Scottish Water Contracting are to start Water Main diversion works in the fields to the East of the hospital.
We would like to point out that the Enabling Works contract is registered under the Considerate Constructors Scheme, aimed at improving the image of construction and to this end we are keen to listen to suggestions from patients, staff and the local residents on how we can improve our service.
