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A track will be excavated across the road opposite the Moncrieffe Building for a new water service for Moncrieffe. Works to construct the new retaining wall at the sub station site outside Moncrieffe will start with the delivery of materials on Monday. It would be most helpful if drivers could avoid parking outside or opposite the substation site or on the bend outside the Dining/Kitchen access.
A track crossing the road alongside the Stores access will be opened on Monday and, although access to the Stores will be maintained, drivers should be careful in this area.

The excavation alongside Moredun ward will be backfilled around mid week.
The Gas track extending down the West of the Main Building towards the Chapel will continue with some roadworks outside the Elcho ward. This will entail some temporary loss of parking spaces in this area. The track between the Chapel and Moredun ward will remain open for cable installation works and some parking spaces will also be temporarily lost here.
The water track works between Pinel and Ericht wards will continue and there will be some associated loss of parking here.
Although the demolition works are now well progressed there will still be skip lorries removing debris and pedestrians should remain aware when crossing the access points to the demolition sites.
Scottish Water Contracting will continue with the Water Main diversion works in the fields to the East of the hospital and Scottish and Southern Energy will be laying cables in the same area.
We would like to point out that the Enabling Works contract is registered under the Considerate Constructors Scheme, aimed at improving the image of construction and to this end we are keen to listen to suggestions from patients, staff and the local residents on how we can improve our service.
