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Ogilvie Construction have now started on site completing the enabling works which was started last year by Torith Construction.
If any one has any queries please direct them through NHS projects who will forward to us.
The works undertaken so far comprise of:

· Making safe all Temporary Fencing within the hospital grounds.

· Making good all excavations.

· Excavating and removing damaged cable running from The Main Building along the road in front of the REC Hall to the new Sub – Station.

· Installation of the gas pipe work in preparation for new connections to existing plantrooms.

· Tree Felling 

As you will be aware a number of trees have been felled within the hospital grounds with more due to be felled by late next week.
The avenue of lime Trees which runs up the hill towards the Elcho/Chapel/Old Staff Residence will be felled at the end of this week and the operation will last approx 1 Week. Due to the size of these trees the road will be closed for the duration of these works. 
An alternative route is available by heading along the road towards the Moredun Ward and up the hill to the Birnam Ward where we have backfilled the excavations to allow some car parking spaces.

Works for the week commencing 1st March Comprise of:

· Works within old staff residence – no disruption
· Removal of redundant drainage in soft landscaped areas – no disruption.
· Change over of gas supplies – separate details will be issued regarding this by dept heads/estates – minimum disruption.
· Installation of cables within open excavations – no disruption.

· Installation of replacement cable – Once backfilled the fence will be removed making the road wider again.

We have had some requests from Hospital Staff to gather in timber from the felled trees to use as fire wood. We have no issue with this as long as it’s done safely. If you would like any timber please contact Andy and he will decide where the best place to take it from.
