NHS MRH PROJECT UPDATE – SEPTEMBER 2010

We have received some comments on the length of time it is taking to do the groundworks. This is because of the steeply sloping ground which, in the new design, where all the parts of the hospital are nearer one another, has to be raised or lowered to create a more even surface. The lime stabilisation works are well underway and Morgan Sindall will shortly be beginning drainage installations and concrete works to prepare for the building of the main hospital structure. Some of the other works which have been completed are the diversion of the right of way to the east of the site and also of the hospital drainage system. You’ll have seen the new entrance from Muirhall Road which takes construction traffic to the main building sites – this will be the main entrance to the new hospital when it opens.

Over the next four weeks work will begin on the concrete retaining walls, the concrete foundations and ground floor slabs. In October the steelwork will start being put up and will continue until May 2011. This may mean you’ll hear some loud hammering noises. From November you’ll start to see the timber structures going up, the external building works and even the beginning of the roofing works.

A few small areas near the Chapel are going to be surfaced to make it easier for cars to park – about 30 spaces in total. In the meantime the Travel Plan Steering Group is working hard to find ways to reduce the number of single car journeys by the time the new hospital opens. This is a condition of the planning permission. There will be a number of suggestions over the next year or so, and a first step has been the setting up of a liftshare arrangement for staff at Murray Royal and PRI.
