I shall address your points in turn. 
 

1. A complete Assessment of Air Quality report dated January 2007 (including the appendixes) has now been received by the applicant and is available to view either at Pullar House or through PublicAccess. Although it is regrettable that the full document was not submitted when the application was originally lodged with PKC, the omission of the appendixes would not have been a valid reason for not registering this outline planning application. 
 

2. The Assessment of Air Quality report has been passed to the Environmental Health Manager for comment. Until such time as he formally responds, I am unable to offer any comment on the contents of the report. If you wish to discuss specific details of the report i.e. PKC own calculations for air quality along Main Street / Bridgend, then you may wish to contact the Environmental Health Manager direct. 
 

3. As the application has been submitted in outline, PKC can only approve the principles of the Travel Plan, but it is not practical for PKC to go into the specifics of it as there is simply not enough detail yet in the application to enable us to do so. The Travel Plan will only really become active after they have chosen the contractor etc and a detailed application has been approved.  PKC can then attach appropriate conditions regarding Travel Plans as we deem appropriate.  NHS Tayside do actually have a Travel Plans co-ordinator, so he/she would probably be the person appointed to oversee this Travel Plan.  As for monitoring issues, PKC would expect to see regular progress reports as per the agreed Travel Plan and PKC would discuss any matters that might arise from these with the appointed Travel Plan co-ordinator.
